Students who have completed their 
courses or whose packages have expired are not eligible. 

• ‘New students’ are defined as those who have never studied with the British Council before.  

• There is no limit to the number of referrals during the programme period, but each new student can 
only be referred once. 

• The referral programme is not applicable to IELTS Preparation (CEF) and IELTS Mock 1-to-1.
