Florence Yuk-ki Lee is a young contemporary artist best known for her drawing, animation, installation, and artist publishing which explore the emotional and psychological landscape of Hong Kong. In Where Sight Sinks into Starlit Eyes, Lee digitally hand-draws memories of places across her home city, in which the playground, a recurring motif in the artist’s oeuvre, appears. Depicted as a jumbled mix of cubby holes and monkey bars, the playground symbolises our fragmented recollections of childhood, as though it were a fantasy conjured up in our minds. Lee’s dreamlike works, which draw the viewer’s gaze up in an ascending row, demonstrate the fleeting, yet enduring nature of our childhood memories.
